Registration Guidelines
Registration

· The cost of registration is $25 for both girls and adults.

· We will take cash or troop checks made out to Webster Service Unit

· Registrations will only be taken at the Service Unit Meeting on February 14th
· There are no refunds due to the cost incurred up front.
· The total number of girls and adults registered in each troop may not change. If one of your girls can not come you may substitute within your own troop.  

Adult/Girl Ratio

· We will be following the safety-wise recommendation for adult/girl ratio.  These are the minimum ratios:
Two adults for the first: 6 Daisies

 Plus one adult for each additional 4 Daisies, 6 Brownies, 8 Juniors, or 10 Cadettes, 
Maximum ratio

The maximum ratio for Brownies, Juniors and Cadettes is one adult for every six girls. These ratios will provide for a safe environment, enough adults to transport girls and equipment to the camp, while at the same time allowing as many scouts to attend as possible.  
First-Aider

· Each troop must make sure they have one adult who has completed Basic Leader Training whether they are staying for the day or overnight.

· Each troop must have one adult who is certified for CPR and First Aid.  This person will be handling all health forms and medications for your troop.

· In addition, there will be a First Aid and CPR certified staff person at camp all day on Saturday to assist you if needed.

Registration/Transportation  Form 
Camping trained adults

· Each lodge unit needs to have at least one adult who has completed Basic Outdoor (Level 1) training.
· Each platform tent unit needs to have at least one adult who has completed Intermediate camping (level 2) training.  Stoves and Lanterns certification is also required. 

· Troops that plan on pitching their own tents must have at least one adult who has completed Advanced Camping (Level 3/4 ) training.  Stoves and Lanterns certification is also required.
· Troops without the appropriate level of training that want to camp may choose to pair up with another troop in the same camping unit.  This arrangement should be discussed between the camping trained adult and the troop leader of the troop needing assistance.  This agreement should be written on the Camporee Registration Form in the appropriate space.  
· Please keep in mind that we will try our best to honor everyone’s first choice for camping accommodations and which night is requested but preference will go to the oldest girls first.  If we are unable to accommodate your first choice of night we will call you ASAP to verify you want to spend the other night.  We will not make calls for site changes.

2. Transportation

· Day campers must use bus transportation.
· Overnight campers will need to transport all scouts and equipment to Camp Pinewood. Car passes will be distributed with the confirmation documents at the March Service Unit Meeting.  Cars without a pass will not be allowed into the parking lot. 

· One emergency vehicle is allowed at each campsite (not one per troop).  The designated emergency vehicle will be assigned by the camporee committee.

· There will be no vehicle traffic at all until the day visitors have left camp.  Plan to get your equipment to your shelter by foot, wagon or cart.
